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February Meeting Report

How to build a web site by
G3WZK

Andy, G8JAC, writes: “Well, I thought that | had
got shot of this job! However as your new editor
was the one that was providing the lecture it was
perhaps a little unreasonable to expect him to do
the write-up as well, so I'm back in the old job for
this month.

“CATS members will be aware that we have a
web site and that the site has undergone an
overhaul in recent months under the stewardship
of Steve G3WZK who has also undertaken the
job of CATS publicity officer.

“Exactly how the site is put together and how it
all runs was the subject of our February meeting
which attracted 15 members eager to find out

more.

“We all knew that it involved computers and that
they can be fractious things on occasion, so the
evening started off with a minor glitch in the
proceedings caused by Steve’s PC deciding to
do an auto software update at the most
inconvenient moment. With that out of the way,
the show began with the basics — the browser,
the server to run the site on, then on to the
reasons why so many people run web sites
these days — to disseminate up-to-date
information, to sell things, to present their special
interests etc.

“The CATS web site aims to do a combination of
these things, for example society information can
be accessible to members immediately rather
than waiting for a month to read it in CATS

Whispers. The value of search engines in
getting your site brought to the notice of web
surfers was explained with Steve mentioning the
useful bit of knowledge that any enquiry has
“flindex.htm” added to it by default so that the
searcher is automatically directed to the index

page.

“Steve then moved on to the basic aspects of
page design with tips such as adding low
resolution graphics of the order of 100 x 100
pixels so that the pages load quickly but adding a
facility to access high resolution versions only if
needed, should something catch the viewer’s
attention.

“The basic rules are that the page presented to
the viewer must be attractive to the eye, logical
in layout with links to go to selected sections or
subjects, but not too “busy” or over-cluttered or
the viewer will be put off or confused. Steve
showed some examples of “overdone” sites with
garish moving coloured banners and information
scattered around the screen that were difficult to
read or navigate around.

“Some programs to make page building easy
were introduced such as MS Frontpage,
Sharepoint, Silverlight and at the upper end of
the cost range, Expression.

“These programs do the hard work of translating
layouts into the HTML code needed to describe
what you want in machine code that can be
electronically transmitted.

“Steve gave a demonstration of basic page
building using Frontpage, putting in some small
pictures with links to larger versions, then
showed some useful techniques to ensure that
the integrity of the page is retained no matter
what the display definition of the viewer’s
equipment is. Another technique called frames
was demonstrated where the centre part of the
picture changes but sidebars containing links or
buttons remain unchanged. Other styles of
presentation often called cascading styles were
shown to illustrate the different effects that can
be applied to the basic information.

“After the break for tea, Steve expanded on
some of the visual techniques that can be
applied, and how treatment of pictures can make
a terrific difference to the appearance and quality
of what you are presenting. We all now know that
the old saying “the camera never lies” just isn’t
true any more!

“The importance of testing your work was
emphasised; will your page display properly for a



Linux or an Apple user? What about someone
viewing your pages on a mobile phone or
BlackBerry? It's very annoying when a page
can't be viewed properly and the result is that the
viewer gives up and looks somewhere else.

“With the basics of page design now explained,
Steve next launched into a brief explanation of
how Internet addressing works, how an easy
memorable name is converted to an IP address
and how the domain name system works.
Finally, Steve gave an explanation of how to get
your site noticed; to get it listed on Google and
other search engines and how to get links to it
from other sites. Key search words are critical
and to be effective, you have to put yourself in
the searcher’s position and think what key words
they would use.

“To end up his presentation, Steve announced
that CATS now has a new, easy-to-remember
domain name that is now on line:
www.catsradio.org

“This accesses our website and gives us a new
email forwarding capability so that if you can'’t
remember Steve’s personal email address,
newsletter@catsradio.org will find him.

More news about this is elsewhere in this edition.

“This was another of G3WZK’s excellent
presentations. Many thanks, Steve for all the
effort that you put into it.”

Thanks for the comments, Andy. Thanks are also
due to Gerry, GBNNT, for providing the
technology that made possible live access to the
Internet during the talk — Ed.

Working My First Ever Split

Andy, GOKZT writes: “While tuning around on 40
metres one evening at around 21:00 GMT, |
came across a station OX3KQ operating from
Kangerlussuag in Greenland. The contact | was
listening to seemed a bit one-sided and | was
only able to hear OX3KQ. Stations were calling
him but he was not replying. Then, | heard
another station call out that he was working split.
But where was he listening | asked myself? |
found a mass of chaotic noise 4 kHz lower and
realised that this must be the frequency he was
listening to. Now | knew this, | began thinking
about how to set up my Kenwood TS-2000 - but
in my 20 years of being able to operate on the
HF bands, | had never worked split operation.
The rig has a “split” button and pressing it gave
me a clue that | needed to set the two separate
frequencies into each of the VFOs. | listened a
bit longer and figured out what the procedure
was.

“Fortunately for me, the chaos that had reigned
caused OX3KQ to announce that he was only
going to listen for callsigns with zero in them.
Here’s my chance | thought, and why not give it
a try? But with my limited aerial | was not too
optimistic, especially with the theatre of noise
going on. | could barely believe it when my first
call caught his attention and he came back to
me. Wow! It was a great moment that | will
cherish for a long time. | gave a 5/7 report and
received a 5/5 back. It was only a brief
exchange but worthwhile nonetheless.

“Post event, | have gone through my reference
books but could not find any guidance about how
to operate under split conditions. A quick trawl on
the internet gave some clues but it seems that
the station wishing to operate via split should
announce at regular intervals where they are
listening (i.e. up 5 or down 10). | therefore think
that the chaos was an error caused by the
station in Greenland. Moments after working me,
he got fed up with the noise and switched off!
Reading the articles at
http://www.qrz.co.il/hamradio.php?pid=150 and
http://www.eham.net/articles/17514 clearly

showed that HF operators in general have little
experience of operating this way.

“Speaking to other CATS members, it seems |
am not alone. One helpful suggestion was to use
the DX Summit website at:
www.dxsummit.fi/CustomFilter.aspx as the DX
spots often indicate when split frequency is being
used eg a spot might be annotated "UP 1" or
"QSX 7002.5".”

Subject Number 55

In those far-off days when the Newsletter editor
first became licensed, the Radio Amateurs’
Exam (RAE) was administered by the City and
Guilds of London Institute and the RAE was
referred to in the bureaucracy as “Subject
No.55.” Of course, things have changed
considerably since 1967: we now have three
levels of licensing and a different system of
examinations.

It was therefore with some trepidation that your
editor braved icy road conditions on Sunday
February 8" to drive to a “Train the Trainers”
session (TtT) in Banstead, Surrey, hoping that he
would emerge from the day fully equipped to
help train budding future radio amateurs. Would
his old technical knowledge still be relevant —
and would knowledge of current licensing
regulations and operating practices be good
enough?

“On arrival,” Steve G3WZK writes, “l was greeted
by fellow CATS members Dennis MONDJ and
Stuart G6CJR, tutors Brian Reay GBOSN and
Alan Betts GOHIQ, and 11 other wannabees,
including several members of the Sutton and
Cheam Radio Society (SCRS), plus three
intrepid amateurs who had braved the elements
and driven up from Stratford Upon Avon in time
for the chilly 09:30 start.

“The course was divided into the following
sessions: Background and Essential Rules,
Technical Topics, The Teaching and Learning
Process and Q&A.

“Just before lunch, Alan Betts gave us all a quiz
which contained some particularly nasty
guestions on licensing and technical matters.
Exactly what is the bandwidth of an FM signal
with £ 5 kHz deviation when modulated with a
3kHz tone? | managed to work that one out —



but several other techie questions had me
stumped and the licensing aspects were, if
anything, even worse. It was however some
consolation when Alan explained that the
guestions he had asked were beyond the
Advanced course, but typical of what a bright
student might ask — “if we as tutors had properly
stimulated our students’ interest in the lectures
we were giving them.”

“The significance of this became particularly
apparent in the afternoon session entitled
“Teaching and Learning Process”. Brian, whose
day job is as a school mathematics teacher,
presented a thoroughly inspiring session that
covered learning styles and different approaches
to teaching, with many practical examples. It left
me feeling very keen to put what | had learnt into
practice — but time was short — the next
Foundation course being run by SCRS was to be
on 28" February/ 1% March. I'd have to get my
learning skates on!

“I'll let you know how | got on with the Course
itself in a future issue of CW — but | can
confidently report that the TtT is a thoroughly
enjoyable and stimulating experience — and it
can only be good for CATS to increase the
numbers of accredited trainers in the Society.”

Over the page you will find the second in a series
of articles written by “mad” Frank, G3ZMF. This
one is entitled “PSU Tips.”




Continuing from last month’s article (Shak Nowtz

No 1), | will now outline some of the circuits |ha  ve
picked up over the last 40 years as a licensed
amateur. Don't time fly when you're having fun?!

1 BASIC LOW CURRENT REGULATED POWER
SUPPLY UNIT (PSU)

Note: Although the regulator outputs 12V to the base of
the pass transistor, there is a 0.6V drop (on average)
from base to emitter. The output voltage equals the
regulator output minus 0.6V for every base/emitter
junction in series with the path to the output terminals —
in this case 11.4V. Here, the regulator is grounded.

2 BASIC LOW CURRENT REGULATED POWER
SUPPLY UNIT (PSU) WITH 12.0 V DC OUTPUT

Components as in (1) but with an extra diode.

Note: With the diode in the ground leg of the regulator,
the regulator must be mounted on a suitable insulated
spacer, with no connection to the negative rail.

3 PRACTICAL LOW POWER, 12/13.8V
REGULATED PSU, SUITABLE FOR USE IN HIGH RF
FIELDS

By putting a resistor across the input and the output of
the regulator so that 1 or 2 mA is drawn, a DC “path” is
provided for the internals of the regulator. The 1nF
capacitors across the input/ output of the regulator act
to help reduce RF interference.

By switching/ shorting diodes in the ground leg of the
regulator, dual output voltage is achievable,
remembering that 0.6V is added to the regulator’s
output per diode in circuit. Don't forget the 0.6V forward
voltage drop in the series regulating pass transistor.

D1 remains in circuit to compensate for the
base/emitter voltage drop on the pass transistor.

4 ALTERNATIVE CIRCUIT WITH 15V REGULATOR

In this variant, we use a grounded 15V regulator, this
time reducing the base drive voltage by series diodes.

The regulator will produce 15V. The output voltage of
the complete circuit will therefore be 15.0V, less 0.6V in
the pass transistor (TR3), less 0.6V for every series
diode. Therefore, to achieve 12.0V output, 4 diodes are
needed in circuit. To achieve 13.8V, 1 diode is
required.

Minimal load and RF protection is applied as in (3).

Special Note : Pass Transistor Rating &

Encapsulation — For the main pass transistor, | always
recommend devices with at least twice the maximum
load for safety. In practice, | always use a 2N3055 on a
suitable heatsink and insulating washer as | have a
large stock of them. The 2N3055 is rated at 15 amps,
so | use a maximum of 7 amps. Don't forget the power
the pass transistor has to dissipate when regulating
from input to output voltage. For example, 17V input,
12V output (5V drop) at 3A will dissipate 5 x 3 =15
watts, well within the maximum rated dissipation for a
2N3055 (115 watts.)

For higher output currents, additional pass transistors
can be wired in parallel — but don't forget — they all
need drive current applied to their bases, so additional
transistors in pre-stages are needed to drive them.
Also, these pass transistors must have their output
currents balanced/ shared as equally as possible. This
is done by fitting very low value resistors in each
individual emitter circuit, and only commoning up at the
output terminal. These “equalizing resistors” can take
the form of equal lengths of wire of suitable current
rating.

Don't forget that most high/ medium transistors have
their metal case bonded to the collector to help
dissipate the internally-generated heat, and therefore
require electrical isolation from ground/ negative
chassis, whilst maintaining maximum heat transference
to the heatsink.

5 ABASIC VARIABLE POWER SUPPLY

To get full output current at the top of the voltage

range, select a transformer of 25 to 50% higher rating
than required. Otherwise the “copper losses” and “iron
losses” of the transformer will come into play, causing
voltage reduction when on full load.

In the following circuit, the transistor parameters are the
same as for the fixed/ switched voltage PSU, but now a
741 op amp is used as a comparator, to detect voltage
at the output terminals and correct the drive to the pass
transistor accordingly. It is important to wire the
“Voltage Potentiometer” and Pin 4 of IC1 direct to the
output terminals, so that the potentiometer samples the
true output voltage correctly. The max output drive
current from a 741 IC is only 50 mA, so additional
current amplification is required to drive the final pass
transistor/ transistors.

Components

IC1 generic 741 op amp

ZD1 4v7,100 mW. ZD1 is chosen as 4v7 so that the
output can be reduced to about 5.3 volts. Dropping the
value of ZD1 to 3v9 would bring the minimum output
voltage to below 5V.

R1 to suit ZD1 ie 4V7/ 100 mW = max current 20 mA.
Set for 10mA with a supply of 20V = 2k so use either
1k8 or if 21 to 23 volts use 2k2. ¥ watt rated resistor
will be fine.

Don't forget: all those “lost volts” and “current passed”
will result in lots of watts being dissipated in the pass
transistor. For example, 20 volts in, 12 volts out at 3A,
heat generated = (20-12) x 3 = 24 watts. | always install
a small fan to blow across the pass transistor’'s
heatsink to assist in the cooling process
