Giles Herbert, G0NXA, saw the October issue 
of Cats Whispers (CW) and writes:  
  
“CATS member Tom, G4DFA, will already 
know but some others may not, that the KW 
items mentioned in the October CW (the KW77 
and Viceroy) were for many years in use at 
G3AYC - the HQ Station of the BBC’s Ariel 
Radio Group.  At the time, the station was on 
the roof of the Langham Hotel opposite 
Broadcasting House, W1.   
 

 
 
The KW77 that was on display at the September CATS meeting 
and was originally part of the BBC club station, G3AYC 

 
“If you are ever near BH stand some distance 
in front of the main entrance to the Langham 
Hotel and look at the roof.  There are two 
symmetrical structures without windows that 
stand out above the roof line.  The westerly 
one was G3AYC. Aerials were strung across 
the roof together with TA33 and 2m beams. At 
the time, I was an SWL and often went up to 
use the KW77.   
 
“When it was replaced, by an FT200, Maurice 
G2BCI acquired the KW equipment and the 
rest of its history is known to your readers. Can 
you think of a better call sign for a BBC 
Engineer than one containing Broadcast 
Interference (G2BCI)?   
 
“There was another amusing co-incidence  
when I was working at Pebble Mill. When 
“Pebble Mill at One” was broadcast, it was 
necessary to avoid 40m CW during the 
transmission. Had we not done so, there would 
have been TVI, although in this case it would 
have been broadcast to "ALL" television 
receivers nationwide!  The problem turned out 
to be due to radio mike receivers in the studio 
and was quickly sorted out. 
 
“Best wishes from Giles Herbert, G0NXA 
(often on 3.716 MHz).” 
 
Editor’s note: As this issue of CW was going to 
press, we received news from SCRS that 
Rowley Shears, G8KW, – the proprietor of KW 
Electronics – had passed away on 17th 
November at the age of 90. He will be 
remembered for the excellent equipment his 
company produced such as the KW Vanguard, 
KW Viceroy, KW77 receiver, KW Atlanta, the 
KW2000 transceiver series and a range of 
linear amplifiers, measuring equipment and 
ATUs.
