Most CATS readers will know the meaning of 
Q-codes such as QRM, QSL and QTH – but 
how many of you would know the meaning of 
“QZB”, I wonder? 
 
Well the true meaning of “QZB” was one of 
many interesting facts to come to light at the 
CATS video and DVD evening on 8th March 
2010. 
 
We watched a total of three films: part one of a 
2 hour epic called “The Secret Wireless War” 
about Bletchley Park – the historic site of 
secret British codebreaking activities during 
WWII and birthplace of the modern computer; 
a film about the use of short wave radio to 
provide a transatlantic telephone service 
before the second world war (kindly provided 
by Paul, G8KDQ); and concluded with a film 
about the construction of a 750 foot high mast 
at Sutton Coldfield for radio and television VHF 
broadcasting.

During the first film, reference was made to a 
bungalow in nearby Woldingham called "Funny 
Neuk" that was used for secret radio purposes 
in WW2. As CATS’ usual contest operating site 
is at Nore Hill also in Woldingham, this 
tempted the newsletter editor to research 
"Funny Neuk" on the internet. This revealed 
much interesting information but, in a nutshell, 
the site was in use for secret purposes as early 
as 1914. In World War 2, it was employed for a 
while by MI6-section VIII at the beginning of 
hostilities and by Czech Intelligence from May 
1940. (For more information see page 6 of this 
issue of CW.) 
 
But what about QZB? Well it was once sent by 
Wilf Neal (see below) who was in France at the 
time and en route from Nehou to Beauchamp.  
Wilf’s job was to receive from Bletchley Park 
intelligence they had decrypted from 
intercepted German radio traffic and pass it to 
General Patten of the US third army. Wilf’s 
vehicle convoy came under attack one evening 
while he was in communication with Bletchley.

Andy, G0KZT, writes:  
 
“It was regrettable that our plans to use Warren 
Barn Farm in Woldingham were cancelled 
during the week preceding the event. The 
farmland was apparently waterlogged and Mr 
Fuller, the farmer gave us the “thumbs down”. 
Having taken the weekend off from work, I 
decided to make an effort to at least air the 
club call sign, M1FUR from home. 
 
“To limit the impact on family life (my voice 
booming out from the shack), I decided to 
operate from the car positioned on the 
driveway and converted my 5 door hatchback 
into a surprisingly comfortable operating 
space.

“Seats were moved forward and impromptu 
shelving placed between seat backs gave me 
enough space to operate from the back seat. 
Mains power was linked to the car, along with 
an essential fan heater.

“Amongst my small collection of aerials I have 
is a dual band beam of an unknown 
specification. This would be ideal as I only 
needed to put one aerial on the mast, thus 
saving a bit of weight. 
 
“Once the aerial was up, a test showed that the 
SWR on 70cms was a little high 1.7:1 but 
useable. However, once in situ, I discovered a 
problem with my duplexer as I only had a weak 
signal on GB3NS (an excellent beacon in 
absence of a more traditional one!). Another 
one was put in place and away I went. A bit of 
proper planning and preparation would have 
led to a more prompt start. 
 
“My plan was to use a PC to generate my 
autocaller but recording became impossible on 
the laptop (argh Windows Vista!). I used the 
main PC in the shack and created some 
appropriate CQ Contest calls. 
 
“Activity was low from the start at 2.00pm on 
both 2 metres and 70cms. I was forced to take 
a break just before 5.00pm and was not able to 
return until 8.45pm. The auto-caller using my 
prerecorded contest calls via Windows Media 
Player came in very handy as I saved a lot of 
shouting. It also proved very effective and I 
would recommend it as a cheap way of 
providing what is an essential piece of 
contesting kit. I decided to call it a night at 
around midnight as there was just no activity at 
all. The heater had also proved useful as the 
outside temperature dropped to around -3 
deg C. 
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A beautiful but cold day for a contest in the ‘KZT garden 

 
“The following day turned out to be brilliant 
sunshine. Family duties delayed my return until 
around 11.00am after I was told to go shopping 
(where I also called into the CATS Net). I was 
able to generate a few extra contacts once the 
net had concluded. Again family duties caused 
me to have to close down just after 12.35pm. 
The fruits of my labour were that I managed 
just 35 contacts on 2-metres and 11 on 70cms. 
My furthest contact on 2-metres was with 
DF0MU in JO32PC at 518 Km but on 70 cm 
was only 162km with G5B in IO92WS. My total 
score was only 3869 points (1 point per 
kilometre) so no silverware is expected, even 
more so as I entered the single operator fixed 
station category. I did manage to work Frank 
G3ZMF while he was using the G4FUR call 
sign, one of the rare occasions that both club 
call signs have been used together from 
different 
locations. 
 
“In summary, I could have done better if I used 
a more reliable aerial, especially on 70cms. I 
could have also been more proactive if I had 
not had so many domestic distractions. There's 
got to be something said about operating away 
from home as domestic interference levels are 
going to be drastically reduced. But, on the 
plus side, I was able to fully test my auto-
calling system and identify areas of weakness. 
One area of weakness that is impossible to 
influence is my location. While it is relatively 

high, it's far from perfect. But, in my opinion our 
position in the United Kingdom gives us the 
greater handicap. The stations that do best 
appear to be mainly located in the central part 
of the country and more towards the east coast 
(take G4DEZ for example). 
 
“I also rarely hear anything from Wales, very 
noticeable in all my contest logs. Any ideas 
why? 
 
“I am hoping to test this theory at some stage 
this year as my mother lives in Norfolk so a 
visit should not be a problem (except for the 
264 mile round trip and 5 hours of driving!). 
More on that if/when it happens.”

MMoorree  OOnn  ““ FFuunnnnyy  NNeeuukk””   
 
"Funny Neuk" was listed in the 1938 electoral 
roll as being occupied by Admiral Sir Hugh 
Sinclair - "C" Chief of the Secret Intelligence 
Service. "Funny Neuk" was handed over to 
Czech Intelligence in May 1940 as their 
communications centre, MI6-section VIII then 
operating from Whaddon, Buckinghamshire.  
 
The facility at "Funny Neuk" was directly 
involved with the episode of the Czech agents 
Jan Kubis & Joseph Gabcik. Trained by the 
SOE as sergeants, they were parachuted into 
Prague in May 1942 and successfully 
assassinated Reinhard Heydrich, the Head of 
the Reich Security Service.  Subsequent 
reprisals for the assassination included the 
massacre of 1300 Czech civilians 
 
The bungalow was apparently demolished in 
1998, but it would be intriguing to discover 
where it once was.  It isn’t visible on the 1931 
1” to 1 mile Ordnance Survey map of the 
Woldingham area – but maybe that was 
deliberate!
