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CATS April Meeting

For our April meeting, we were pleased to
welcome Denis (GOOLX/G8CUX) and Jim
(G4WYJ) who gave us a most enjoyable
lecture about microwaves. Denis is well known
to most of us as the repeater keeper of GB3NS
and his interest in microwaves began in 1981.
CATS member Jim has been dabbling in all
things over 1000 MHz since 1984.

Denis began with a quick tour of the amateur
microwave frequency allocations with their
centres of activity and propagation modes,
including tropospheric, aircraft reflection and
rain or snow scatter. Another mode is ducting
and Denis recounted how once, from Beachy
Head, he made contact on 3 cm with the Isle
Of Wight. From his vantage point he could
clearly see the different layers of the
atmosphere that were producing the “ducting”
effect.

Attention then turned to amateur microwave
equipment and how it had evolved since the
early days of triplers (144 MHz/ 432 MHz and
432 MHz/ 1296 MHz) for transmit and
converters for receive.

Equipment based on Gunn diodes then
became popular - an example being the
Practical Wireless “Exe”, details of which were
published in June 1981. The “Exe” functioned
on 10 GHz and used a dish with 32 dB of gain,
somewhat more than the 10 to 20 dB of gain
available from horn antennas that were in
common use at the time.
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Jim had brought along his version of the “Exe”
rig and recounted happy memories of
operating it from Ditchling Beacon on the
South Downs. (Denis also used an “Exe” for
his Isle of Wight contact, see above.) Full
details of the rig can be found at:

In later years, transverters became more
popular - driven initially by commercial
transceivers such as the 1C202, then by the
FT290 and more recently, the FT817. An IF of
144 MHz has become commonplace, although
sometimes an IF of 432 MHz is used.

With such transverters, it has become common
practice to mount them at the back of the
antenna dish to minimise losses.

Subsequent developments included
GaAsFETs (Gallium Arsenide Field Effect
Transistors) and the range of modules
produced by G3WDG for home construction. It
was using such modules that Denis made
contact with Paris on 3cm (10 GHz) using only
100 mW of RF from a location in Newbury,
Berkshire - a range of around 400 km.

Then came the range of products from DB6NT
whose company has been developing,
producing and selling RF and microwave
modules and devices in the frequency range
from 100 MHz to 50 GHz since 1994 . Singled
out for comment were the G2 and G3 range of
DB6NT transverters — some of which are
available in kit form. Visit the following site for
more information:

Antenna beamwidths (to -3dB points) are
typically ¥2 degree. Therefore antennas must
be very accurately pointed — in both elevation
and azimuth. This in turn means that any
poles carrying antennas must be very precisely
aligned in the vertical position. The high
concentration of RF in the straight-ahead
direction means that the public should be kept
well clear of the beam, with antennas mounted
above head height. Similarly, you should never
look into a waveguide that is connected to

powered-up equipment as the RF can fry your
retina!

Although antennas are normally mounted
horizontally, for scatter modes some elevation
may be needed.

An absorption meter for microwaves with micrometer gauge

Operating techniques normally involve calling
CQ on the 2 metre microwave calling
frequency (144.175 MHz in the UK but 144.390
MHz in France). The microwave contact is then
set up by exchanging certain information
including precise locations so that antenna
azimuth can be properly set. Both parties then
QSY to the band, frequency and mode agreed.

An alternative method of establishing
microwave contacts is to use a chat room such
as that provided by ON4KST - but you do
have to register with the site before you can
log in. Click here for more information:

Also described was the GB3SEE 3 cm beacon
on nearby Reigate Hill with its slotted
waveguide omnidirectional antenna. The
beacon generates 1 watt of RF on 10,368.850
MHz and has been heard as far away as
Denmark by OZ1FF — a range of 733 km.

To conclude the talk, Denis and Jim mentioned
the website run by G3PHO called “Welcome
To The World Above 1000 MHz". Amongst the
interesting information that it contains is a
design for a beginner’s wideband FM 10 GHz
transceiver. Several CATS members,
including yours truly, expressed an interest in
building this rig — so watch this space. For
more information visit:

Denis and Jim’s lecture was wide-ranging,
interesting, informative and well illustrated with
slides — and they brought with them a
fascinating range of microwave kit for CATS
members’ perusal. Thank you guys!

G3WZK Contesting

I have never really been a fan of contests
although, since joining CATS, the concept has
started to grow on me.

As six metres is my favourite band, | was
tempted last year (2009) to enter not one but
TWO six metre contests from my home QTH. |
didn’t have a proper antenna — only a
homebrew Moxon rectangle made from garden
canes and bits of wire. It was fed with 10
metres of RG58 from my FT950 which was
running 50 watts with no ATU.

Somewhat optimistically, | installed the SDV
logging software on my PC as | had seen
Andy, GOKZT, using this program when CATS
was participating in a 144/432 MHz contest.
Andy had kindly explained its operation to me.

My first attempt on 11™ October brought some
modest success: with under an hour of
operating time, G3WZK came 16" out of 22
with 8 contacts and a best DX of G4ASR in
Herefordshire at a range of 215 km. A
summary of other results follows:

| then decided to have a go in the restricted
section of the 50 MHZ UK allcomers contest.
This contest ran on the 4" Tuesday of every
month in 2009. | entered the event on 27"
October and made 17 QSOs. Best DX was at
GWS8ASD at a range of 283 km. This got me in
the top half of the results (25th out of 56), as
the following extract shows.

The merit of the Moxon antenna is that it is cheap
to make and not too directional, so you are
unlikely to miss anyone. My version was on a
short pole by the kitchen extension and rotated
by hand. The QTH here in Warlingham is quite
high (180 m ASL) which I’'m sure helps as the
antenna was only 10 feet above ground level.

When everyone’s monthly results (maximum of
12 events) were aggregated into a total for 2009,
G3W2zK came 111" out of 155. However it has to
be said that this part of the results table is mainly
people who only entered once or twice during the
year! Interestingly, the station that came in 24"
place in the annual event and entered 7 events,
MOPAI, was using a G5RV antenna which shows
that good results are possible with antennas that
you wouldn’t normally associate with the 6 metre
band.

Propagation conditions were very ordinary for
both contests. However, under sporadic E
conditions my all time best DX on 6 m is UR7GG
in the Ukraine, worked in June 2008 at a range of
2418 km, using only a simple wire dipole.

The 2010 sporadic E season is nearly upon us.
Six metres is undoubtedly capable of great things
- why not give it a try this year?

New PLT interference
threat

These give the alarming news that PLT, as
used for Home Networking, now has the
potential to cause interference right across the
VHF spectrum up to as high as 370 MHz.
There is a Belkin unit that transmits data at
Ghit/s rates and the youtube clip from G7CNF
shows how such a system can cause severe
interference throughout the VHF Band. When
the Belkin system is idling, it degrades all
broadcast reception, but during actual data
transfer it completely wipes out both Band 2
and DAB broadcast transmissions. It is also
extremely strong on VHF airband and 2 metres
— in fact throughout the VHF spectrum.

British Army Battlefield
Radios of the 1940's

We have received an invitation from The
Dorking and District Radio Society for CATS
members to attend what promises to be a very
interesting talk on the above subiject.

The talk will be delivered by Anthony Davies
(Emeritus Professor, King's College London
and Visiting Professor, Kingston University) on
25th May 2010 at their club meeting venue in
Dorking. Details of the talk are as follows:

“The talk will be a mainly non-technical
description of the wireless communications
facilities provided for the battlefield
environment, primarily by showing extensive
photographs of actual equipment. At the time,
there were many small companies in Britain
capable of quickly producing new designs with
innovative features. The resources for the
required large scale production were not
available, and so manufacture of some of the
wireless sets was subcontracted to companies
in USA and Canada, the WS 19 tank set being
the best known of these.

“At the start of World War Two, the sets
available to the Royal Signals were heavy,
they were very inefficient by modern standards
so battery supply and replacement was a
continuing need, frequency drift was a major
operational problem and they used the low h.f.
bands (for example. 2 to 9 MHz) where
interference of various kinds was significant.
The US Signal Corps had, for the most part,
changed to v.h.f. with frequency modulation
but there was neither the time nor the
resources for the British to start this change
until the closing days of World War Two, by
which time, much lighter, tropicalised,
hermetically-sealed, easy-to-operate sets with
a small number of crystal-controlled channels
were being developed.
